Its 
lighter construction is easier on hinges 
and hardware and enables slimmer 
profi les that suit heritage properties and 
conservation areas.

Vacuum glass also enhances comfort 
with excellent acoustic insulation — 
independently tested to reduce external 
noise by up to 36 dB. Combined with 
the natural sound-absorbing qualities of 
timber, this makes your home noticeably 
quieter and more restful.

With up to 80% light transmission, 
vacuum glass keeps interiors bright while 
maintaining clean, uncluttered glazing. 
The absence of bulky spacers or a third 
pane means better clarity and less visible 
hardware — ideal for large windows, 
sliding doors, or glazed extensions.

Each unit is warrantied for 15 years and 
designed to perform well beyond 25 years. 
Vacuum glass is fully compatible with 
all Lignum timber windows and doors, 
whether you’re building new or upgrading 
existing frames.
